From 1803 [when our course begins] most of the land we now call America was largely unsettled, and in most cases, belonged to other countries or Peoples. You will learn about how over the course of the 19th century Americans moved and settled west. There were many reasons for this, which we will study as part of our course. There were profound effects of this movement west; some positive, some negative and some short term, some long term. Through the completion of part 2 you will begin to gain an understanding of the American West and will be exposed to key terminology which you will need to understand in order to be able to access the content.
